Year 6 Progress

All pupils working at least 5 points below their progress target these pupils have been supported by Simon
Barret this academic year. The other pupils have received booster intervention from the Year 6 teachers.
Two of our pupils did not sit any SATS as they would not have been able to access the papers.
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Year 5 Progress

One of our vulnerable pupils has received support from Simon Barret this year. They are now on track in
maths and have closed the progress gap in reading and writing. All other pupils off track has received
interventions throughout the year. One children has also had some adult support in class for English and
maths up to three times a week.

Year 4 Progress
Initial progress data shows that the majority of pupils are meeting their personal target for writing and
maths. 4 of the six pupils have received Read Write Inc intervention support.

Year 3 Progress



All pupils off track have received intervention support. One of these pupils has low attendance 81% due to
an underlying health condition.

4 of our children are receiving Thrive support, six are receiving ELSA support. 4 pupils are being monitored
to see if they need extra support. The HSLW is working with one of our pupils.

Six of Year 6 pupils this academic year have been PhysiFUN leaders running playtime physical activities
during lunchbreak. (22-23 - two pupils)

One of our vulnerable pupils was nominated as a school council member. (22-23 - no pupils)

Workshops, day trips and residentials

To formalise which parents needed financial support, we send a form for parents to confirm how much
they could afford towards the residential, and have personalised payment plans for them to spread the
cost over the school year. The advantage of this is that we know how much support we need to offer
parents, and it is reassuring for those parents who are struggling financially to have an agreement in place.
A summary of actual support costs will be finalised in September 2024.
